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water based colors, color 
from vegetable and earth  
Minerals.Some of common 
styles used to paint murals 
are Fresco and Trompe-
l'œil.  

Trompe-l'œil, in French 
means: "trick the eye",  
this is an art technique  
involving creation of images 
in which paintings appear in 
three dimensions instead 
actually being a two-
dimensional painting.  

Fresco, comes from the 
Italian word affresco, which 
derives from the adjective 
fresco ("fresh"), which has 
Latin origins. This is a 
painting technique in which 
water-based pigments are 
applied to a surface of wet 
plaster.

As we continue discovering 
about Murals and artists, I 
would like to introduce you 
to a local Mural artist from 
Avon, Connecticut, Ms 
Sushobha Jenner.  Ms 
Jenner has an exquisite and 
lively background on art. Ms 
Jenner uses a variety of 
media such as pencil, ink, 
oil and acrylics to create 

work.  Her paintings 
originate with a theme, and 
then explode into 
imaginative compositions 
with vibrant colors and 
strokes. Her works included 
murals, replicas, paintings 
and portraits. She enjoys 
working with young talent 
and for charitable cause. 
Some of her artwork adores 
walls of Endocrinology 
waiting room at the 
Connecticut Children’s 
Medical Center.  Included is 
my interview with Ms 
Jenner. Note: Megha 
Viswanath referred as MV 
and Ms.Sushobha Jenner 
as SJ. 

MV. Ms Jenner can you 
please introduce yourself? 
SJ.  I am teacher at 
university high school of 
science and engineering at 
Hartford, CT. I started as an 
artist at the late age of 21 
and formally trained myself 
in art with a teacher in India. 
Once I moved to United 
States I started selling some 
of my piece of art. I did this 
for about 10 years after 
which I started receiving 
large orders, which 
encouraged me in creating 
larger pieces of work. I 
started working with children 
from school to create large 
murals. Once the mural 
work was falling into place, I 
realized that this was 
passion and moved ahead 
to establishing my own 
business called 
‘DECORATIVE ART & 
MURALS STUDIO LLC’  

MV. What made you 
change your career 
choices?  
SJ.  It is always good to 
have two or three careers, 
which you like. Now I have 
an opportunity to work on art 
and have taken it up. 
Besides that art helps me to 
relax. Teaching is hard as 
compared to art. Art comes 
so easily to me I put on the 
music and I can paint.  
Moreover this art is growing 
and evolving and there is so 
much to explore.  As a next 
step I am moving into 
television production and 
leading kids into doing major 
art works. 

MV. What kind and style 
of art do you do?  
SJ.  I definitely do large-
scale artwork.  But also 
work with friends and family 
to create smaller pieces of 
work. I love to use acrylic, 
oil paints and work with 
varied media from canvas, 
cloth, pottery, walls, and 
even on unique objects such 
as pedestals. I have created 
large murals for churches 
and hospital working with 
children from the art club at 
school. All of my art created 
for charity are given away in 
charity. My preferred style of 
art is pointillism. I like to 
create work that is not very 
realistic. 

MV. What are some of 
your famous or favorite 
pieces of work? 
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“One other amazing piece 
of art by Ms.Jenner”.

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SO.  My artwork called “ 
Lion’s Pride” which currently 
hangs in the radiology 
department of Connecticut 
Children’s Hospital in 
Hartford is one of my most 
favorite piece of work. I was 
amazed at what I created. 
The mural has characters of 
a lion, a lioness and the two 
cubs that look so real.  
Besides this I received an 
offer to create two copies of 
the “Seven Days of 
Creation” for a local church 
just when I started out. The 
theme was very unique and 
I enjoyed painting two 
different designs based on 
the same theme. 

MV. What inspired you to 
paint the “ Mexican 
Fiesta” and “The Swirl of 
Skirts? 
SJ.  I love dancing themes. I 
have couple of artwork 
created based on the 
dancing theme, like a 
dancing Ganesh (Elephant 
god) inspired by the 
sculpture found on the ruins 
of Halebid, India, Flamingo 
dancers, Mexican Fiesta 
and The Swirl of Skirts.  

 I enjoy painting these as 
they show images of color, 
smiles and movement. 
Mexican Fiesta was painted 
for a vacation camp theme 
based on Mexican 
traditions. 

MV. As an artist how 
would you introduce art to 
children?

 SJ.  I already work a lot with 

children both from my 
school and church. The kids 
help me with my mural 
works. I run an art club at 
my school, which 
encourages kids and makes 
working with art fun. After 
seeing some of many 
donated artworks, the art 
coordinator at Connecticut 
Children Hospital asked me 
to lead kids at the hospital in 
creating artwork for the 
hospital. Based on the 
theme provided by the 
hospital I worked with the 
children in creating the 
design and themes for the 
mural. I than guided the 
children to fill in colors and 
create a story to go with the 
mural theme. This approach 
has really worked and 
helped even kids who are 
first timers to take up art. 
Some of the work done by 
the children can be seen at 
the hospital. 

MV. What material do you 
work with? 
SJ. Most of the time my 
clients tell me the media 
they like me to work with like 
a wall or a canvas. I also 
use acrylic on canvas, 
charcoal on paper and 
acrylic and oil on walls. 

MV. Did other artists 
inspire you? 
SJ. Yes, definitely.  My 
teacher always told me to 
see and learn from works of 
other artist’s. I really love 
the works of the old 

masters. My favorite works 
are by Vincent Van Gogh .I 
try to use the knife 
technique for some of my 
client’s works. Besides 
using this technique, I 
explore different types of 
strokes when I paint. 

MV. Can you tell me a 
little about your recent 
work? 
SJ. My recent works include 
an Indian theme done for a 
client and a portrait of one of 
my schoolteacher’s. The 
portrait of my schoolteacher 
is being sent to the 
Smithsonian gallery for a 
portrait competition. 

MV. Are you working on 
any major projects now?  
SJ. Yes, I will be producing 
a television show. The show 
is being planned in such a 
way that I will be leading 
students who will be 
performing based on a 
theme and I will be creating 
outlines for my art work 
while the students continue 
to perform. This will be a 
unique fusion theme where I 
will be combining visual and 
performing arts.  Students 
including newcomers to the 
world of visual arts will be 
filling in the colors under my 
direction while continuing to 
perform. This project will 
help me bring out the true 
meaning of my artist 
statement “I aspire to unify 
culture and art forms from 
different countries through 
my paintings” and help me

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evolve as an artist. 

MV. How do you feel after 
you have accomplished a 
piece of work? 
      SJ. It always amazes 
and surprises me to see 
what I can do. I guess it just 
comes from my soul. What I 
think is real art is that which 
is made with passion and 
that which comes from deep 
within you. I am not satisfied 
just giving a piece of work if 
I don’t feel good about it. 
Sometimes it is so good that 
I don’t want to give it 
away… 

MV. How are themes 
chosen for your work?

 SJ. My clients often provide 

the theme for my work. 
Other times I choose them. 
In case of the work that I did 
for the Connecticut Children 
Hospital, the doctors gave 
me the theme of vegetables 
and fruits and requested 
that it be made to show 
something fun. 

MV. Can you please 
provide some additional 
source of information to 
learn about your work or 
style of work? 
 SJ. My website 
http://www.decorativeartmur
als.com/index.html will give 
you some information about 
me. There are also press 

 

articles (3 of them) that have 
been written about me 
which are brilliantly written 
which talk about my work 
and how it has evolved. If 
someone is interested in 
seeing or learning more 
about my work, they can 
reach me and I will be 
happy to take them to see 
my pieces of work.
